A moƟon by Councilmember Hutcheson and seconded by Councilmember Wells to accept the council 
minutes from meeƟngs July 15, 2024, and July 29, 2024, as wriƩen.

Mayor Tate discussed the financial statements and liabiliƟes of the city.

A moƟon by Councilmember Emery and seconded by Councilmember Davis to condemn property at 611 
Carter.  MoƟon passed (5/0).

Main St.  MoƟon passed (5/0).

Danny Dunigan presented to the council some issues he had with the water quality of the City, street 
issues (broken asphalt) along 4th street, problems with people speeding down 4th street close to the 
school and kids in his area roaming late hours of the night.
